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DFAA Considers Accepting Refacimento Art 

    Refacimento art begins with original digital photography and through various elaborate 

processes, is transformed into original art work, which is displayed via pigmented print, on 
paper or canvas. 

 
     This kind of work has been featured in many national and regional juried shows. The proc-
ess was dubbed by the New York Times, as refacimento (ree-FATCH-e-men-toe), the radical 

refashioning of a work of art by use of a computer. 

 

     Some works are recognizable as the original objects, some are mysteriously familiar, but 
not readily identifiable, and others have been taken beyond recognition.  The art has an ab-

stract feel.
